The 
following policies have been ratified by the School 
Council this week and are published for parentsô 
information. 

PERCEPTUAL MOTOR PROGRAM (P.M.P.) 

PURPOSE 
To develop children's perceptions and understandings of 
themselves through motor and movement experiences. 
GUIDELINES 
1. P.M.P. will be gender inclusive. 
2. P.M.P. aims to develop the children's self esteem 

and confidence. 
3. The sequential activities will 

enable children to progress 
through the program with 
success. 

4. P.M.P. aims to develop the child 
rather than the skill and to 
encourage verbal language 
expression as a key factor. 

5. P.M.P. aims to enhance the 
children's learning in all areas of 
the curriculum. 

6. The program will be established 
in Prep and continued in Grade 
1. 

7. The program will be reviewed at the end 
of each year. 

UNIFORM 

PURPOSE 
To ensure that all children are neatly attired in a manner 
which will favourably represent the school at all times. 
GUIDELINES 
1. All children are encouraged strongly to wear school 

uniform. 
2. The uniform convenor and committee will order and 

sell items of uniform as needed. 
3. Major changes to school uniform may be determined 

through school community survey. 
4.  Second hand uniforms will be available and provide 

cheaper alternatives for those who cannot or do not 
wish to pay full price. 

5. Hats in Terms 1 and 4 are compulsory uniform in 
keeping with the schoolôs Sunsmart Policy 

OUTDOOR EDUCATION AND CAMPS 

PURPOSE 
1. To provide experiential based learning which extends 

classroom experiences in a variety of elements. 
2. To provide an enjoyable and positive learning 

situation, usually away from the school, which is 
accessible to all and which allows all students to 
experience success.

GUIDELINES 
1. The curriculum will be 

extended beyond the 
classroom to the outdoor 
environment through 
school-based activities, 
and excursions beyond the 
school boundaries. 

2. Students will be provided 
with equal and on-going 
opportunities to participate 
in school outdoor activities. 

3. Programs will emphasise 
participation and learning 
by doing and coping with 

real situations. 
4. Staffing, legal and policy 

requirements outlined by the 
Department of Education and Early Childhood 
Development (DEECD) will be observed. 

5. The program will be sequential in knowledge and 
skills. 

6. Outdoor experiences will be programmed for all 
grades each year. 

7. All staff members are encouraged to be involved in 
the activities. 

8. Parents will be fully informed of all arrangements via 
newsletters and information nights (especially for 
overnight camps). 

9. All parents attending an overnight camp will require a 
Working with Children check.
