Dear Antonio Park families 

We are once again a hive of activity as the countdown to next week’s 
production continues – children rushing up and down corridors in a 
vast array of costumes, faces made up and eyes shining. Teachers 
and parents with anxious looks on their faces as last minute 
rehearsals take place, parent choreographers watching with pride as 
grades go through their routines and a whole range of ticketing, 
costuming and programming activities happening at all hours of the 
day and night. 
 
Despite the nervousness I’m sure 
everything will be fantastic on the 
night. 
 
Reports 
This week I’ve been burning the 
midnight oil reading each child’s 
report and while this is time 
consuming it always provides an 
opportunity to keep up with progress 
made and areas that need further 
attention. The teachers spend many 
hours on these to give you 
professional, honest and detailed 
information on your child’s progress. I 
hope many parents take advantage of the 
opportunity to discuss their children’s 
development and view their child’s portfolio at 
our Parent/Teacher Discussions planned for early next term. 
Together the written report, the portfolio and the Parent Teacher 
meeting make up the total reporting package and the report will 
always be more meaningful when parents and teachers can discuss 
them in person.  
 
Solar Project 
The work to install the 8kW solar system is now finished and I am 
waiting on the training to be provided by the installers so we can 
track the amount of electricity we generate and use this information 
in our class programs. An additional 4kW will be added to the system 
sometime in term 3. 
 

Prep Enrolments and Orientation 
We are currently taking enrolments and it is vital that we have 
accurate information regarding numbers for 2010 so that plans can 
be put in place before the end of the year.  We are expecting a large 
sibling prep intake so if you have a child commencing school next 
year or know of anyone planning to enrol their child at Antonio Park it 
would be a great help to us if enrolment procedures were completed 
before the end of this term. 
 

Parents requiring assistance with 
enrolment procedures are invited to 
contact the office for assistance. 
 
Some people seem to be of the 
opinion that there might be a specific 
zone for children starting school at 
Antonio Park. This is definitely NOT 
the case. Children whose parents 
wish to enrol them at Antonio Park 
need not live in the immediate 
surrounds of the school to be eligible 
for enrolment. 
 
Our visits for next year’s preps start 

next term- 3 visits commencing in mid-
August. Dates and times can be found in a 
brochure available from the office.
