Why not enjoy the
Spring weather by going on a weekend bike ride with
your family and friends?
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There are many health benefits of riding a bike. Cycling
regularly will improve your fithess and can also help you
maintain a healthy weight. Replacing some of your car
trips by bicycle can also help the environment by
decreasing air pollution.

An interesting statisticé
If one third of all short car journeys were made by bike,
national heart disease rates would fall by between 5 and
10 percent (Bikes not Fumes, CTC, 1992).

EastLink now features 35 kilometres of new bicycle and
walking tracks as well as many connections linking
existing bicycle paths adjacent to the roadway. Starting
just east of Mitcham Road in Donvale, the three metre
wide concrete path winds its way through the Mullum
Mullum Valley and heads south connecting to the
Dandenong Creek Trail, before crossing Greens Road in
Me |l b our n eelas.
